Adults On Outings





Dads, Moms and Legal Guardians are invited and encouraged to camp with the troop.





Adults tent and cook as their own patrol. Remember Scouting is for Boys--let them do


the work, plan the trip, cook the meals, etc.   Work as much as possible through the youth leadership. We emphasize the patrol system and each Patrol must camp and work together as a group, adults too!

Fundraising covers two basic concepts by which the Troop is operated:


Everyone must participate in the Troop fund raisers so that it takes as little time as possible while still being effective. 


Everyone who participates benefits from their effort. 


Scouts who participate receive part of the money raised that goes into their individual Scout account.

In the early ranks of Tenderfoot, Second Class and First Class, your son will get a lot of group training. An Assistant Scoutmaster and a Troop Guide will guide him. He will be a part of the New Scout Patrol for his first year in Scouting and should attain the rank of First Class during that time. 


 After a Scout becomes First Class he takes on even greater responsibility in his own advancement. The ranks of Star, Life, and Eagle require earning Merit Badges, performing service for the community, and having positions of responsibility in the Troop.

Class 1


Medical Forms


Required annually for adults and scouts. 





Class 2 


Medical Forms


Required every 3 years for adults under 40, and scouts participating in any event over 72 hours.





Class 3 


Medical Forms


Required annually for adults over 40 and for scouts participating in high adventure, athletic competition, world or national jamboree. 





As of January 1, 2010 the new medical form will be required

Sleeping Bag - A 20 – 30 degree bag, synthetic-fill, you get what you pay for.


Sleeping Pad 


Hiking Boots - Scouts who camp "high impact" can get inexpensive light hikers. Buy ‘em on sale, spray ‘em with water proofing.


Rain Gear - A medium weight poncho is a good start.


Camp Shoes - Old tennis shoes, old topsiders, Tevas or similar sandals.


Water Bottles - Hydration packs are OK, two plastic one quart bottles work fine. A lanyard or fanny pack holder is suggested.


Compass - Get a good compass, mounted on a small plastic base.


Pocket Knife – Locking blade shorter than 3". Multi-purpose are the most practical. A Totin Chip is required to carry a knife. 


Flashlight – A good flashlight with extra batteries and spare bulb. A lanyard is suggested.














The outdoor program will help scouts build character, encourage citizenship as well as develop physical, mental and emotional fitness. Camping is the primary tool used to achieve these goals.


The outdoor program includes troop and patrol hikes, weekend campouts, summer camp and camporees.


In order for scouts to participate in the outdoor program the following are required:

The troop is structured so that it is led by the youth members themselves, with guidance from adult leaders. 





Senior Patrol Leader (SPL) - Elected by the Scouts to represent them as the top junior leader in the troop. 





Assistant Senior Patrol Leader - Appointed by the SPL, approved by the Scoutmaster. Acts as the SPL in the absence of the SPL or when called upon. Provides leadership to other junior leaders in the troop. 





Junior Assistant Scoutmaster - Serves in the capacity of an assistant Scoutmaster except where legal age and maturity are required. He must be at least 16 years old and not yet 18. He's appointed by the Scoutmaster because of his leadership ability. 





Order of the Arrow Troop Representative - The youth liaison serving between the local OA lodge or chapter and his troop. 





Troop Guide - Works with new Scouts to earn their First Class rank in their first year. 





Instructor - The instructor teaches Scouting skills. 





Troop Scribe - He records the activities of the patrol leaders' council and keeps a record of dues, advancement, and Scout attendance at troop meetings. 





Troop Historian - Keeps a historical record or scrapbook of troop activities 





Chaplain Aide - Works with the troop chaplain to meet the religious needs of Scouts in the troop. Promotes the religious emblems program. 





Quartermaster - Keeps track of troop equipment and sees that it is in good working order.





Librarian - Takes care of troop literature. 





Patrol Leader - Elected leader of his patrol. He represents his patrol on the Patrol Leader's Council. 





Assistant Patrol Leader - Elected by the Patrol and leads the Patrol in the Patrol Leader's absence.

Scouting is a boy-led program. Adults work with the youth leaders to provide guidance and advice. The essence of Scouting is to train boys to be leaders.


For scout activities boys are divided into patrols-groups of six to eight. Each patrol elects its leader, who serves on the patrol leaders' council. Through the patrol method, boys learn to delegate responsibility and the importance of teamwork. Patrols give scouts a purpose and allow each boy to play an important part in the troop. Patrols have their own identity, including a patrol name, a patrol yell, and a patrol flag. The patrol identity helps form a strong bond among patrol members. Each patrol put together a patrol box to use on campouts. This includes cooking, eating and cleaning utensils the patrol will use on campouts.














Because of the potential danger to participants, the following activities have been declared as unauthorized and restricted by the Boy Scouts of America: 


Boxing and martial arts. 


Chainsaws and mechanical log splitters use by Scouts.





Exploration of abandoned mines. 


Contact sports. 


Selling of fireworks. 


Flying in hang gliders, ultra lights, experimental-class aircraft and hot air balloons.


All-terrain vehicles, motorbikes, go-carts, and personal watercraft use.


Participation in rodeo events.


"War games" and paint ball.


Bungee jumping. 


Hunting.


Parachute or parasailing.
